*Chapel Choir—up to $5000 over a two-year (four semester) period.  

      This group participates in weekly on-campus chapel services.  Also, choir

      members may sing at Christmas, Easter, etc., services as well as 

      graduation.  Chapel Choir members are eligible for the London trips.

      A one-hour credit per semester will be received by all participants

      successfully completing the course requirements.

*Instrumental ensembles—up to $15,000 over a two-year (four semester) period.

      These groups perform for basketball and football games and various campus 

      events.  In addition, some members will also perform in local churches,

      chapel services, graduation exercises, musical pit orchestras, and community 

      band programs.  Plans are being made to include instrumental ensembles on

      the London trips.  A one-hour credit per semester will be received by all 

      participants successfully completing the course requirements.   
Musical Theatre—up to $15,000 over a two-year (four semester) period.
